Register for History Day L.A.

Teachers are required to submit information for all student projects.  Once the "Submit" button is pushed a window with additional information will appear including a History Day L.A. Student Affidavit that must be signed by each participating student and parent/guardian.  

· Registration Fee: All entries must include a purchase order, school check or money order payable to Los Angeles County Office of Education to cover registration fee of $65.00 per student for every student registering. Personal checks will not be accepted.

· February 12, 2025: Deadline to Submit Payment and Student Affidavit(s).  It is also the deadline to submit any Historical Papers for entry.
